(@) Once an ex-serviceman has joined the Government job on civil side after
availing of the benefits given to him as an ex-serviceman for his re-employment, his ex-
serviceman status for the purpose of reemployment would cease.

(b) The ex-servicemen candidates who have already secured employment under
the State Govt. in Groups C & D will be permitted the benefit of age relaxation as
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prescribed for exservicemen for securing another employment in a higher grade or cadre
in Group C/D under the State Govt. However, such candidates will not be eligible for the
benefit of reservation for exservicemen in State Govt. jobs.

If an ex-serviceman applies for various vacancies before joining any civil

employment, he/she can avail the benefit of reservation as ex-serviceman for any
subsequent employment. However, to avail this benefit, an ex-serviceman as soon as
he/she joins any civil employment, should give self declaration/undertaking to the
concerned employer about the date-wise details of application for various vacancies for
which he/she has applied for before joining the initial civil employment. Further, this
benefit would be available only in respect of vacancies which are filled on direct
recruitment and wherever reservation is applicable to the exserviceman.
